- garbage in public drains, roads, wetland. wasteland, water

bodies. places open to public view; to regulate the use of
non-biodegradable material and for matters connected therewith
or incidental thereto.

WHEREAS both Houses of the State Legislature were not in
session;

AND WHEREAS the Governor of Maharashtra was satisfied that
circumstances existed which rendered it necessary for him to take
immediate action to ma,ke a law to prevent throwing or depositing
non-biodegradable garbage in public drains, roads, wetland, waste-
land, water bodies. places open to public view; to regulate the use.
of non-biodegradable material and for matters connected there-
with or incidental thereto; and. therefore. promulgated the
Maharashtra Non-biodegradable Garbage (Contraol) Ordinance,
2006. on the 27th February 2006 ;

AND WHEREAS it is expedient to replace the said Ordinance by
an Act of the State Legislature; it is hereby enacted in the Fifty-
seventh Year of the Republic ofIndia as follows :-- '

l~ (l) This Act may be called the Maharashtra Non-biodegrad-
able Garbage (Control) Act. 2006.

(2) It shall be deemed to have come into force on the 27th
February 2006.

(h) "non-biodegradable material" means the mMerial which
cannot be decomposed or pegraged by action<;>f micro-organisms,
sunlight or other natural actions ,and incltldesgoods made
or manufactured from polyethylene, nylon or other plastic
substances such as ploy-vinyl-chloride (P. V. C,). poly-propylene
and polystyrene. specified in the Schedule to this Act;
